Meaning of Advent
The word advent comes from the Latin word adventus and means “coming or “arrival.”  It begins on the fourth Sunday before Christmas day and ends on Christmas Eve.  It symbolizes the first and second comings of Jesus Christ.  The color of Advent has historically been violet or purple, reflective or penitence and fasting.  Purple is also symbolic of suffering and is used during the lent and Holy week.  It is also the color of royalty as we prepare to welcome the birth of our Savior and King.  Many Protestant churches use the color blue to distinguish between Advent and Lent.
